A check for $100must be submitted to hold your registration. You will receive a $100 Visa cash
card upon your arrival in Vancouver. If more than one sibling under age 19 will be attending, please
add them to the enclosed conference riggration form and submit a check with your
registration/stipend documents in the amount of $26%or each child payable to the National MPS
Society.

The Board of Directors recognizes that this is a unique opportunity to meet researchers and families not
only from Canada, but from around the world. In addition to providing a stimulating educational
experience for adults, a professionally designed program has been developed to entertain children, youth
and teens during their stay. We will hold our Annual General Membership meeting Friday evening
followed by our Awards Banquet (for US families only).

The theme of the conference is Conquering MPS. Learn. Live. Cur&he sessions will be presented in
English, and families are welcome to attend any of the scientific sessions in addition to the family sessions.

One of the most exciting benefits is the
opportunity to meet other MPS families from around the globe.

The stipends are available to US resident members in good standing who either have a child with MPS or a
related disease orwhoisan af fected adul t. The Societyods
e One standard room at the conference hotel for three nights ($820). We will make your hotel
reservation and submit payment to the hotel for the cost of the room and taxes. You will be
responsible for any incidental room charges such as phone calls, movies or room service.
e Early bird conference registration for two adults ($315 per adult) and one sibling (youth/teen under
age 19, $265). The registration fee is waived for individuals with MPS and related diseases.

To be eligible for the stipend, your completed conference registration form, stipend form and $100 deposit
check must be postmarked on or before March 15, 208. Since only a limited number of stipends are
available, we encourage you to register as soon as possible. They stipends will be awarded on a first come,
first served basis. Upon receipt of your required information, you will be immediately notified of your
stipend assignment.

Passports are required for air and sea travel to Canada. Please allow time to receive these documents. You
might consider Seattle as an alternate airport using ground transportation if it will save costs. This site
